The more
questions you get right, the harder the test becomes
and the higher your final score.

Results are immediately available, so you can quickly
understand your level and certify your score.

Understanding your EnglishScore

You can score up to 599 points on the Core Skills test.
Each hundred-point band on the EnglishScore scale
correlates to the international standard Common
European Framework of Reference for Languages
(CEFR).

CEFR Is used to describe language proficiency levels.
There are six main levels, from A1 to C2, ranging from
beginner to advanced. EnglishScore assesses from A2 to
C1.

The EnglishScore point-based scale helps you to
understand your proficiency within a CEFR level for each
skill and language system (grammar, vocabulary, reading
and listening). You will also receive an overall score.
